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Sacred space has gone 
through many changes since 
the documents on the Consti-
tution of the 
Liturgy from 
the Second 
Vatican Coun-
cil filtered 
down to the 
local parishes, 
almost fifty 
years ago.  
The Cathedral 
has been no 
exception.  
Built in 1961, 
the year 2009 
marked yet 
another update 
for the forty eight year old 
flagship church of the diocese. 

These changes are in keeping 
with the norms and directives 
from the United States confer-

ence of Catholic 
Bishops. 
 
All churches 
are the same 
yet different 
depending on 
the style of the 
building and 
liturgical fur-
nishings.  
However, the 
central focus is 
always the al-
tar and the tab-
ernacle.  The 

Cathedral embraces these two 
main liturgical pieces beneath 

a gothic arch, surrounded by 
marble walls.  Recently the no-
ble altar has been restored to 
its original look: the marble 
slab depicting a carved Lamb 

of God motif 
was returned 
to the base of 
the altar. The 
tabernacle 
itself remains 
the same but 
the new loca-
tion is central 
to the wor-
ship space. A 
niche em-
braced with a 
gothic arch 

has been carved into the center 
of the marble wall directly be-

Street in New York City. Hundreds of people are be-

ginning to arrive. No, itôs not a World Cruise gather-

ing, but an excited group of athletes getting ready to 

do the Avon Walk, a yearly benefit for Breast Cancer 

Research. Our very own Mary Jo Barnello, a parish-

ioner of  Saint Francis for almost 40 years  is return-

ing as one of the participants. Mary Jo, born and 

raised in Brooklyn NY, moved to NJ with her hus-

band Anthony in 1970 

and then to Metuchen 

in 1973.  

 As a busy and 

proud parent of Michael 

and Kevin and grand-

parent to Matthew, 

Olivia, Sophia and 

Kaien, one could ask 

Mary Jo ñHow did you 

get involved in the 

Walk?ò  She replies 

that the loss of a loved 

one, or friend, through 

breast cancer, brings the 

walkers together. 

 Mary Jo, who works for the Vicar of Education, 

at the Archdiocese of Newark, lost a dear friend and 

decided she wanted to make a difference. She also 

knows people in remission and others actively bat-

tling the disease.   She  combined her desire to raise 

money to make Breast Cancer  history with her love 

for walking. She joined the Walk in 2008 and again 

in 2009, and has already signed up for 2010. Her hus-

band got involved as a volunteer this year, helping 

with registrations and the closing ceremony. 

 While training, Mary Jo says she can observe 

changes in the ground as the weather warms, and can

watch the sprouting grass and  flowers coming alive 

in the Spring, which reminds her of whatôs possible 

even when things look bleak. Always smiling and 

never at a loss for words, she speaks to everyone 

who will listen about the Walk and is always over-

whelmed by the 

number of people 

who want to help. 

Total strangers have 

gotten involved. 

When you sign up 

to give a donation 

for the Walk, Mary 

Jo, through the wiz-

ardry of technology, 

knows youôre on 

her team and con-

stantly sends up-

dates as to how her 

training is coming 

along. 

 While Walks are held around the United States, 

New Yorkôs Walk has the largest participation, some 

4,000.  Every age group is represented and walkers 

come from everywhere with their stories which are 

both different yet similar. Thereôs even a Youth 

Crew of about  20 very impressive youngsters 

between the ages of 9 and 15 who volunteer and 

also want the disease wiped out. For miles you 

can see PINK.  Mary Jo wears a special pink 

ñheart necklaceò that has names people have 

given her; names of those she is remembering 

and honoring. 

According to 

Mary Jo, from 

the time you 

sign up, the 

entire Walk 

process is un-

b e l i e v a b l e . 

Soon everyone 

is assigned a 

Walker Buddy, 

to help in any 

way as well as 

being connected to a special e-mail list participants  

use to communicate and share information. This tool 

helps them to ask and answer questions. During the 

time of preparation there are also local meetings and 

training walks. When the day arrives you are ready. 

 On Saturday following the 13.1 mile walk, Eve-

ryone is (still) smiling (foot massageðend of day 1).
