Sung after the Second Reading and immediately before the Gospel Acclamation: Alleluia
All Remain Seated

Sung only in conjunction with “Readings of the Day”
which are read on Sunday and can be read on Saturday for Pastoral Reasons
At the Cathedral, we generally use the Simple Vigil — no Sequence on Saturday
but Cantors should be ready to sing this at any Mass

Three options for Readings on Saturday
(1) Simple Vigil - No Sequence
(2) Extended Vigil — No Sequence
(3) Pentecost Day Readings — Yes Sequence
